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Recital Etiquette
Performers:  
· Wear appropriate recital attire.  Jeans, crop tops, see-through clothes, and revealing necklines are not appropriate.  Careful attention to shoes is extremely important, i.e. NO gym shoes, platforms, clogs, boots or sloppy shoes. You as a student have invested a good deal of time in your preparation musically, so you will want to look as neat as is possible. 
· Know the time and location of the recital.  Arrive 15 minutes early.
· Warm up at home before the recital.  You may not use recital piano to warm up.
· When performing, approach the piano from the left side of the bench, adjust the bench height; after playing leave the bench from the right side.
· Acknowledge applause with a bow.
· For weather cancellations, notice will be at www.sppta.org & on facebook.
Audience:
· Please remain in your seat for the entire recital.  If you MUST leave during the recital, enter and exit the auditorium ONLY during applause between performances.
· Do not talk or whisper during performance.  Turn off all cell phones or anything else that would be distracting.
· Absolutely no video recording of the whole recital.  You may only video your own child.
· Please remain for the entire recital.
· Parents are not encouraged to bring babies or younger children to recitals.  If it is necessary that small children attend, parents should be considerate and take them from the auditorium when they are disruptive.
· Take photos only after a performance.  Do NOT take flash photos during the performance.
Teachers:
· When possible, attend recitals when your students perform.
· Please introduce yourself to the Recital Programmer and help in anyway that she may need. 
· Instruct your students about adjusting the artist bench.  (Turn knobs to lower or raise the bench.)
· Show students how to bow in response to applause.
· Review recital etiquette and dress with students and families.  Provide a copy for all performers and their families.
